	Never argue with the referee's decision.

	5. 
	Control your temper on the field of play, do not over react, and do not take unfair advantage of any player during matches or training.

	Work equally hard for self and team.

	7. 
	Ignore comments from spectators and concentrate on own and teams performance.

	Co-operate with team mates, coaches and referee, without them there is no game.

	Accept discipline without question whether during a match or training.

	Never use foul and abusive language.

	During  and after training 

· Arrive on time and be prepared to learn and listen to directions given by the coaching team and team management at all times.

· Poor behaviour which disrupts training will not be tolerated.
